	Methods of learning outcomes’ verification and assessment criteria:

	W1, W2 - colloquium and exam - a written answer to questions asked
U1 - analysis of students' written statements in the form of a paper on a selected topic on issues in the history of architecture and art.
U2 - analysis of oral statements of students and assessment of their activity during classes. During a didactic trip in the urban space indication of different architectural styles in Gdańsk and justify their tourist attractiveness. Distinguishing the nomenclature of urban spaces and assigning them secular and sacred monuments.

K1 - observation and analysis of the student's involvement in the implementation of exercises and activities during the didactic trip
K2 - essay on a selected topic related to the history of architecture and art. The following will be under assesment: substantive content, attractiveness of the message and additional information taken from various sources and their correctness (providing sources, bibliography).

analysis of written expression - 75%
participation in classes-23%
activity on exercises - 7%

	Teaching methods and form:

	Course contents:

	Lectures:  
1. Introduction to the history of architecture and art. Art as an activity, art as a product. Periodization of epochs, styles and trends in the history of fine arts (art).
2. Pedigree of the first artists - from rock art to street art.
3. Great civilizations: Egypt, Egea, Mesopotamia.
4. Ancient art on the example of Greece and Rome.
5. The fall of the Roman Empire and division of the Empire into the west and east. The development of Byzantine art and its influence on the art of Western Europe.
6. Transition period in European architecture - V-X century. Medieval architecture - Romanism and Gothic in Europe.
7. Rebirth and its territorial and cultural diversity. Baroque in Europe. Architecture of classicism and romanticism.

	8. Elements of painting and sculpture - from the classical period to the present. The place and role of works of art in tourism.
9. The canon of beauty over the centuries from prehistory to classicism on the example of sculpture.
10. History of architecture and art in Gdańsk from the Middle Ages to the twentieth century.
11. Innovative artistic movements in the twentieth century Europe - creators and their works. History of contemporary architecture from modernism to critical regionism.

	Tutorial:
1. The concept of art. How to look at a work of art? Analysis of selected works.
2. The concept of beauty over the centuries. The ideal of a human figure on the example of ancient Greek art.
3. Roman Forum, as an example of the Roman city architecture - today a tourist attraction.
4. Seven wonders of the ancient world - ancient magnificence.
5. Rome's artistic landscape. Italian baroque in sculpture and painting (G. L. Bernini, M.M. Caravaggio).
6. The most outstanding creators of Polish and European art. Analysis of selected works - style, direction, content and form.
7. The urban and landscape complex of Sopot from the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries as an element of the cultural heritage of the region.
